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Directions:

From Anchorage: Take the Glenn Hwy north. Cross the Knik and Matanuska Rivers. After the Palmer
Hay Flats, the Glenn Hwy merges into the Parks Hwy. Take the Parks Hwy into Wasilla. Go through the first
traffic light and as you come down a hill watch for the Target shopping center on the right. Turn left at the next
traffic light onto the Palmer-Wasilla Hwy and go up the hill past Home Depot. At the second traffic light turn left
on Knik Goose Bay Rd (KGB). Go about 2 miles and turn left on Edlund Road. (Before you get to Edlund Road
you will pass the Iditarod Headquarters on your right and there is a bright pink building (Mila’s Cafe) on the left at
the corner of KGB and Edlund Road.) Go exactly /2 mile on Edlund Road and turn left on Weeping Birch
(gravel road), and then take the next left into the Dayspring driveway. There is a small Dayspring sign just before
you get to Weeping Birch. Park in the parking area on the left and walk to the building. There is handicapped
parking up close to the building for those who need it.

From Palmer: Take the Palmer-Wasilla Hwy to Wasilla. Continue straight through the intersection with
the Parks Hwy up the hill past Home Depot. At the second traffic light turn /eft on Knik Goose Bay Rd (KGB).
Go about 2 miles and turn left on Edlund Road. (Before you get to Edlund Road you will pass the Iditarod
Headquarters on your right and there is a bright pink building (Mila’s Cafe) on the left at the corner of KGB and
Edlund Road.) Go exactly /2 mile on Edlund Road and turn left on Weeping Birch (gravel road), and then take
the next left into the Dayspring driveway. There is a small Dayspring sign just before you get to Weeping Birch.
Park in the parking area on the left and walk to the building. There is handicapped parking up close to the building
for those who need it.
